1. Clearview was designed for optimal legibility and has a different visual structure than the
FHWA Standard Alphabets
2. The Clearview lowercase is taller, interior shapes of letters are more open to allow clear

definition of each letter

3. Letter spacing has been designed to accommodate the needs of older drivers when used
with both regular and high brightness sheeting materials by reducing the effects of halatic
(or overglow)
