Non-Standard Electronic Delivery

1. NonStandard FPID – Or an FPID that contains alpha characters
The software was not designed to use characters in the FPID because that is outside the rules for that numeric ID.  However, I spoke with Dee Kane in D5 and found out this is an emergency bridge repair (outside the norm) and there is a simple work around.

1. Create the project and projectID.XML with a numeral temporarily representing the “H”
1. Rename the project directory to replace that numeral with “H”
1. Edit projected.XML in the \_meta_info folder with a text editor, and replace the numeral with the “H”  Note:  be very careful to not change anything else while in the text editor.

Everything from there on should function normally.

/V – Verify the files copied 
/H – Copies hidden and system files (just to make sure the projects are identical) 
/Y – Suppresses confirmation during processing

Printing sheets to letter-sized paper through qSheet? 
Due to uncontrollable changes in the way qSheet sends documents to the print queue Acrobat or Acrobat Reader will have to be set up in one of two way determined by paper size. If you normally print to 11x17 Tabloid please see Screenshot 1. If you normally print to letter-sized paper, please see Screenshot 2. If you need to print to any other paper size you will need to play around with Adobe Reader’s printing options

Note above that "Auto-Rotate and Center" is checked, "Choose Paper Source by PDF page size" is checked, "Page Scaling" is set to 'None' and a print queue established a default paper size for 11x17 (Tabloid) printing. You will also notice the proper paper dimensions in the Preview window.

Navigator – Dealing with a Messy Project – Ignoring Files and Folders:
The best way to deal with a messy project is to create a project‐level settings XML. If your projects are consistently messy in a consistent manner (i.e., you always have a “junk” folder with the same name or “junk” files with the same naming convention), you can create a site‐level settings XML for your entire site for all projects. Otherwise, I’ll explain the project‐level settings XML. 
In Sheet Navigator, select: 
SETTINGS > CREATE PROJECT LEVEL SETTINGS XML

You will receive a message box. Click OK to dismiss the box.

CLOSE Sheet Navigator.

Navigate to your root project folder (usually the FPI number for most projects I’ve seen). 
Locate the file SHEETINFO_SETTINGS.XML and open it in your favorite XML editing tool 
(I use Notepad, but I’m just Old School like that).

Note that there is an “OVERRIDE SETTINGS” and a “MERGE SETTINGS” section in the XML 
[image: ]
Both sections contain the same tags and information, but perform a very different function. The “OVERRIDE SETTINGS” section causes Sheet Navigator to use only the settings specified in the Project‐Level Settings XML and to override any corresponding settings from your SheetInfo.XML in your MDLAPPS folder (the one that normally controls Sheet Navigator). The “MERGE SETTINGS” section gives Sheet Navigator additional settings and instructions in addition to the existing settings and instructions from the SheetInfo.XML in your MDLAPPS folder. 
In this case, you will want to use the “MERGE SETTINGS” section.

Locate the “IndexingIgnoreFiles” tag and the “IndexingIgnoreFolders” tag. Sheet Navigator already ignores files with the extensions .old, .bak, etc. and DSGN*.*, TOPO*.*, and a few others. You may want to review the SheetInfo.XML in the MDLAPPS folder for more information on the file names and folders that Sheet Navigator already ignores. Now, add your additional files and folders to ignore. [image: ]
You may enter specific filenames: 
<File name=”MYFILE03.DGN” /> 
Partial filenames: 
<File name=”MYFILE*.DGN” /> 
File extensions: 
<File name=”*.BCK” /> 
And (in the “IndexingIgnoreFolders” section) Folders: 
<Folder name=”JUNK” /> 
Save your SheetInfo_Settings.XML file and close your XML editor (or Notepad). 
Open Sheet Navigator again (you did remember to close it first, right?) and select: 
FILE > NEW…

Select “REBUILD EXISTING INDEX” and click “BUILD INDEX”.

Your project will now be indexed again, but Sheet Navigator will now ignore the files and folders that you specified.
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
